The meeting was called to order @ 7.10 pm. by Eric Hamilton

Agenda:

Horse trails are in need of repair after 38” of rain during the winter. Mike Pelatt obtained a written quote from Van Duzen Construction for approx $11,000.00 to redo all of the horse trails so we can have a baseline established  A suggestion was made to have Fielding Construction supply a second quote to compare costs. It was also suggested to have railroad ties installed on downhill slopes near driveways to force rainwater into the street instead of down the center of the trail.

It was suggested to send a letter to all homeowners in the estates regarding the horse trail repairs. All horse trails are easements to the City and the Association maintains the trails. The bridle path should be 11 ft in most of the association. Homeowners who have planted flowers, shrubs and trees encroaching on the 11 ft easement will be asked to trim or remove these plants. Once refurbishing of the horse trails begins, the association will not be responsible for the loss of these plants.

Janetta way development – Steve Johnson – 14 homes are scheduled to start the week of 5/23/05. The chain link fence is due to come down and heavy earth moving equipment will be traveling up Janetta. The catch basin is a concern to Michelle Swallow not knowing if a temporary basin/drain will be installed during grading.

Peter Sands from Vision Free Films (323) 906-9182 / cell 818-632-3682 was a guest speaker regarding filming at the Donaldson’s house on Janetta. He stated he had applied for the proper City permits and was obtaining signatures from homeowners affected by the filming. Blaine Green asked if the production company could make a donation to the Association for the inconvenience of the filming on Janetta. Peter stated he would make the request. Production parking will be on the east side of the street. Eric Hamilton will contact Esubio Cortes for trimming trees along his parkway. The production company will place a 2x3 sign at the top of the Wicks/Janetta horse trail to warn non-estates equestrians about the filming.

A discussion was held regarding the condition and danger of the right-hand side of the Estates entrance. Cars have been driving through Clybourn and breaking the concrete slab as well as knocking down a portion of the wooden barrier. A motion was made to spend no more than 1500.00 on DG, rocks, 24” box tree, wood, paint, concrete, and sprinkler supplies. The motion was amended to 2000.00, seconded and passed. Tom Barth will organize a work crew and shopping list. Start date is as soon as possible.

A preliminary date of September 10th 2005 has been set for the Annual Block Party. Future meetings will be held to vote on spending and committee assignments.

Home conditions in the association were addressed. It was noted the Marco home at the entrance to the estates recently painted all their wrought iron fencing. This was a nice improvement and will be noted in the newsletter. However, homes on Wicks and Meseta are in need of basic maintenance. The Wicks street home needs mowing, edging, watering and brush abatement on the rear hillside. The Meseta home is in need of weeding. A certified letter will be sent from Westcom stating that basic maintenance must be done by 6/15/05 or the Association will hire professional landscapers to do the work. The cost of this service will be added to the quarterly dues for said home.

Home based business in the estates. It was noted the Garcigas on Janetta seem to be operating a flower business from their home. The neighbors have complained to the Board that 7-9 cars are parked on all sides of the streets and U-Haul trucks take away flower arrangements on the weekends. Eric Hamilton will draft a letter to Genny and Orlando to please find a retail or warehouse location for the flower business as the CC&R’s state there are to be NO home-based businesses run out of the association.

It was mentioned Westcom, our management company has become very aggressive on collections and sending Notice of Defaults when members fall behind one quarter. Everyone was reminded at the meeting to stay on top of his or her quarterly obligations.
