The street looks pretty good lately; however, we are reminded that the CC&R’s strictly forbid the parking of commercial vehicles and any trailers in the street for more than 24 hours. All of the aforementioned should be parked behind the setback of the house or parked offsite. We are still waiting for the fountain to be turned on at the end of the street!
WICKS STREET

Four houses are for sale at this writing with one of them bank-owned. However, on a brighter note, the HOA will be starting a renovation project at the entrance to the Estates which should create a much fresher and inviting entrance on Wicks. 
MESETA STREET / ORCAS STREET
A reminder to all homeowners, if you start a project that can be seen from the street, it should be completed within 90 days if for no other reason than as a courtesy to your neighbors. TRASH CANS AND VEHICLES

Just a reminder that all trash cans should be stored behind the setback of your home. The setback is defined as that point where the side walls of your house meet the front walls of your house. If you have a side yard all the better, but try and not have them seen from the street. Trailers, boats, RV’s, etc. also have to be stored behind the setback.  If no setback space is available then they have to be stored off site. 

A SUMMER REMINDER

Please keep in mind that a fresh coat of paint can sure make the difference in the appearance of your house. There are a number of homes in the Estates that definitely could use some TLC. Remember, your home is a sizeable investment and should be cared for accordingly.
ARCHITECTURAL REQUEST FORMS

Please be advised that you may download an ACR form from our website www.shadowhillsestates.org  If you are planning on repainting your house the same color then no ACR form is needed. Most items in your backyard do not need a form unless they exceed 6’ in height or happen to be an addition to your existing structure. Major landscaping changes in the front yard should have an ACR form filed with the board.  When in doubt always fill out a form.
