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NEW HOMEOWNERS DUES AS OF JULY 1, 2007

CC&R’S FOR EVERYONE’S BENEFIT
Of all of the articles in the Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions (CC&R’s) probably the most important one is Article V, User Restrictions. It is in the subsequent 16 sections where a homeowner can find the answers to what they can and cannot do with their property. Section 4 talks about structural changes and the need for Board approval of same. Section 5 states that there can be no professional or commercial operation of any kind operated from a home. Section 6 specifically states that no one can rebuild or repair a vehicle on their property where it is visible from the street. In addition, no truck trailer, boat, camper, commercial or recreational vehicle other than passenger autos and trucks without campers hauling less than one-half ton of cargo, shall be parked for longer than 48 hours on any lot other than behind setback line, street, driveway or common area which is visible from the street. Section 10 talks about trash cans being put out on Sunday evening and brought back in and placed out of site from the street by Monday evening. Section 12 states that no wheeled vehicles of any kind whether motorized or not shall be allowed on any of the horse trails except for maintenance purposes.
If you don’t have a copy of the CC&R’s we urge you to contact Westcom Property Services to obtain a copy. Not knowing what is contained in the CC&R’s is no excuse.

New low-voltage lighting has been installed at the entrance to the Estates which should make it much more attractive at night.  Thanks to Tom Barth for coordinating that project for us.
